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Directions for Use

FIXRIGHT is supplied ready for use. It can be
readily squeezed from its cartridge and easily
tooled.

Clean all joints, removing all foreign matter and
contaminants such as grease, oil, dust, water,
frost, surface dirt, old sealants

Remove excess sealant immediately with a cloth
dampened with non-polar solvents.

Full properties will develop after over 72 hrs.
Moisture curing begins immediately after the
product is exposed to the atmosphere, therefore
parts to be assembled should be mated within a
few minutes after the product is dispensed.
Excess cured material can be removed with a
knife or sharp single edge razor blade. Avoid
undercutting the seal.

Storage and Handling

Store in the unopened container in a dry and
cool location at 25+2 °C.

Shelf life of Six month from the date of
manufacture

Do not return product to the original container.
Containers should always be kept sealed when
not in use.

After a container has been opened a plug of
cured material may form in the nozzle during
storage.

When ready to re-use, unscrew the nozzle and
remover the cured plug. The remaining sealant

is ready to use.
